Travis Stalford, Principal at the high school, presented information regarding
student achievement at the high school. An information packet was passed out
to the school board to review. Items reviewed and explained included, post-
secondary success, predictive effective rate, MAPP data and assessment
information comparisons in math and reading.

Jeff Pegues, Principal at the middle school, presented the middle school
information to the board. Information included the MAPP assessment scores in
reading and mathematics. Focused areas included ESOL students and working
towards finding an assessment program. Additional efforts included review
classes targeted towards student individual needs in reading and math.
Motivational issues are also being reviewed by the staff in an effort to help
students not to “accept” failure in a class.

(iii) Jennifer Bright, Principal at Community Elementary School, presented

information to the school board regarding student achievement. Some areas
included the wide variety of social-emotional needs students are coming to the
school with. These areas are vast between the different age groups within the
building. A packet of information was presented to the board with various areas
being reviewed, including Literacy First and assessment data with Aimsweb.
Additional efforts continue to focus on assessments that actually monitor the
areas of focus at the elementary building as well as teacher understanding of
data and the focus of interventions for the students centered around the data.

(iv) Amanda Cavaness, Principal at the Early Learning Center, presented information

regarding student achievement at the ELC. Assessments and testing at the Early
Learning Center looks somewhat differently than at other buildings. Numeracy
and literacy data was presented to the board. Numeracy, at the ELC level, is a
greater predictor of student being on grade level. The assessments utilized at
the ELC utilize a computer adaptive assessment throughout the school year to
constantly measure where the student is at.

Menu changes shall be approved by the Sponsor. When an emergency situation
exists which might prevent the contractor from delivering a specified meal
component he shall notify the Sponscr immediately so substitutions can be agreed
upon. The Sponsor reserves the right to suggest menu changes within the
coniractor's unit price cost periodicaily throughout the coniract period.

Exhibit G — CONTRACTUAL PROVISIONS ATTACHMENT

Terms Herein Controlling Provisions: It is expressly agreed that the terms of each and every provision in this attachment shall prevail
and control cver the terms of any other conflicting provision in any other document relating to and a part of the contrast in which this
attachment is incorporated. Any terms that conflict or could be interpreted to conflict with this attachment are nullified.

Kansas Law and Venue: This contract shall be subject to, governed by, and construed according to the laws of the State of Kansas,
and jurisdiction and venue of any suit in gonnaction with this contract shall reside only in courts located in the State of Kansas.

Termination Due To Lack Of Funding Appropriation; If, in the judgment of the Director of Accounts and Reports, Department of
Administration, sufficient funds are not appropriated to continue the function performed in this agreement and for the payment of the
charges hersunder, State may terminate this agreement at the end of its current fiscal year. State agrees to give written notice of
termination to contractor at least 30 days prior to the end of its current fiscal year, and shall give such notice for a greater period prios to
the end of such fiscal year as may be provided in this contract, except that such notice shall not be required prior to 90 days before the
end of such fiscal year. Contractor shall have the right, at the end of such fiscal year, to take possession of any equipment provided
State under the contract. State will pay to the contractor all regular contractual payments incurred through the end of such fiscal year,
plus contractual charges incidental to the return of any such equipment. Upon termination of the agreement by State, title to any such
equipment shall revert to contractor at the end of the State's current fiscal year. The termination of the contract pursuant to this
paragraph shall not cause any penalty to be charged to the agency or the contractor.

Disclaimer Of Liability; No provision of this contract will be given effect that attempts to require the State of Kansas or its agencies to
defend, hold harmless, or indemnify any contracter or third party for any acts or omissions. The hability of the State of Kansas is defined
under the Kansas Tort Claims Act (K.S.A. 75-6101 et seq.).

Anti-Discrimination Clause: The contractor agrees: (g) to comply with the Kansas Act Against Discrimination (K.S.A. 44-1001 et seq.)
and the Kansas Age Discrimination in Employment Act (K.S.A. 44-1111 et seq.) and the applicable provisions of the Americans With
Disabilities Act (42 U 5.C. 12101 et seq.} (ADA) and to not discriminate against any persen because of race, religion, color, sex,
disability, national erigin or ancestry, or age in the admission or access to, or treatment or employment in, its programs or activities; (b)
to inciude in all solicitations or advertisements for employees, the phrase "equal opportunity employer”, {(c) to comply with the reporting
requirements set out at K.S.A. 44-1031 and K.8.A. 44-1118; (d) to include those provisions in every subcontract or purchase order so
that they are binding upon such subcontractor or vendor; (@) that a failure to comply with the reporting requirements of (c) above or if the
contractor is found guilty of any violation of such acts by the Kansas Human Rights Commission, such violation shall constitute a breach
of contract and the contract may be cancelled, tarminated or suspended, in whole cr in part, by the contracting state agency or the
Kansas Department of Administration; {f) if it is determined that the contractor has violated applicable provisions of ADA, stich violation
shall constitute a breach of contract and the contract may be cancelled, terminated or suspended, in whole or in part, by the contracting
state agency or the Kansas Department of Administration.

Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable state and federat anti-discrimination laws,
The provisions of this paragraph number 5 {with the exception of those provisions relating to the ADA) are not applicable to a contractor

who employs fewer than four employees during the term of such contract or whose contracts with the contracting State agsncy
cumulatively total $5,000 or less during the fiscal year of such agency.

Acceptance Of Contract: This contract shall not be considered accepted, approved or otherwise effective until the statutorily required
approvals and certifications have been given.

Arbitration, Damages, Warranties: Notwithstanding any language to the contrary, no interpretation of this contract shall find that the
State or its agencies have agreed to binding arbitration, or the payment of damages or penaities. Further, the State of Kansas and its
agencies do not agree to pay atiorney fees, costs, or late payment charges beyond those available under the Kansas Prompt Payment
Act (K.5.A. 75-6403), and no provision will be given effect that attempts to exclude, modify, disclaim or otherwise attempt to limit any
damages avaiiable to the State of Kansas or its agencies at law, including but not limited to the implied warranties of merchantability
and fitness for a particular purpose.

Representative's Authority To Contract; By signing this contract, the representative of the contractor thereby reprasents that such

person is duly authorized by the contractor to execute this coniract on behalf of the contractor and that the contractor agrees to be
bound by the provisions thereof.

Responsibility Fer Taxes: The State of Kansas and its agencias shall not be responsible for, nor indemnify a contractor for, any
federal, state or local taxes which may be imposed or levied upon the subject matter of this contract.

Insurance: The State of Kansas and its agencies shall not be required to purchase any insurance against loss or damage to property or
any other subject matter relating to this contract, nar shall this contract reguire them to estabiish a "self-insurance” fund to protect
against any such loss or damage, Subject to the provisions of the Kansas Tort Claims Act [K.5.A. 75-68101 et 58q.), the contractor shall
bear the risk of any loss or damage to any property in which the contractor holds title.

Information: No provision of this contract shall he construed as limiting the Legislative Division of Post Audit from having
access to information pursuant to K.S.A. 46-1101 et seq.

Campaign Contributions / Lobbying: Funds provided through a grant award or contract shall not be given or receivad in exchange for
the making of a campaign contribution. No part of the funds provided through this contract shall be used to influence or attempt 10
influence an officer or employee of any State of Kansas agency or a member of the Legislature regarding any pending legislaticn or the
awarding, extension, continuation, renewal, amendment or medification of any government contract, grant, loan, or cooperative
agreement.
